Policy issues relating to Parchments

At its meeting on 17 April 2002, Academic Board approved the following principles in relation to parchments:

A. The location of study should not appear on the parchment

It is recognised that there may be differences in the content of a programme delivered 
at more than one campus.  If differentiation in required, then a different title must be 
approved.

B. The type of delivery should not appear on the parchment.


Programme titles should not include reference to the mode of study in the title or in 
brackets and this type of reference should not appear on parchments.

C. Company names cannot form part of the award title and do not appear on the parchment.


Corporate partnership should not be recognised in the title of the award or on the 
parchment but a reference could be included on the transcript and in the advertising 
for and promotion of the course.

D. Partners should not be acknowledged on parchments.

The principle should be that it is an award of the University wherever it has been taught and the reference should be removed from the parchment but should appear on the transcript.

The award of Aegrotat

Where possible Progression and Award Boards should award a degree with classification provided that the Board has the necessary evidence to make the judgement within the University’s assessment regulations.  The aegrotat allows for an unclassified award to be made where there is insufficient evidence to classify the degree.  In such cases the wording on the parchment is as follows:

has been awarded the degree Aegrotat of
