How to find us…


Travelling to City Campus

Road Links

The City of Newcastle is reached by the A1(M) from London in the south and Edinburgh in the north; the A19 from York; the M6 from the south-west and west to Carlisle; and the A69 from Carlisle to Newcastle upon Tyne. 

The public car parks at John Dobson Street, New Bridge Street, Eldon Square and Eldon Gardens are all within walking distance of the City Campus. Please note that there is no public parking available on the campus. 
If entering the city from the Tyne Bridge (A167M), take the second exit off the motorway after leaving the bridge, then at the roundabout take the City Centre exit where you will come to a right turn signposted to Northumbria University. This right turn would take you into the heart of the campus, however, as there is very little public parking available, it is advisable to use one of the public car parks above. If arriving in Newcastle via the Redheugh Bridge (A184), at the second major set of traffic lights on St James Boulevard, turn right into Westgate Road (A186). Travel straight on through a number of sets of traffic lights until you come to large roundabout, (if you can see Linekers bar in front of you then you are on the right road). Take the second exit off the roundabout signposted towards the A167 motorway. Do not join the motorway but continue parallel to it up to another roundabout, at which you should take the exit marked City Centre. You will quickly come to a right turn signposted Northumbria University. This right turn would take you into the heart of the campus, however, as there is very little public parking available, it is advisable to use one of the public car parks above. Air Links 

There is a Metro station in the airport terminal building - the nearest Metro station to Northumbria's City Campus East is Manors.


Coach Links 

National Express operates a regular coach service to and from their Newcastle Central Bus Station, which is about five minutes walk from the Central Railway Station. You can get a Metro from the railway station to the Haymarket Metro Station which is a three minute walk from the City Campus. 

Rail Links

Newcastle Central Station, on the main east coast line, provides excellent rail links to London, Edinburgh and other cities throughout Britain. The station is about 20 minutes walk from the City Campus or 5 minutes by Metro (alighting at Manors Metro Station). 

 
Travelling to Coach Lane Campus

Location
Coach Lane Campus is 3 miles east of Newcastle in the suburb of Benton. For national and international travel information to Newcastle, please see Travelling to City Campus. 

University transport

Throughout the Open Day, there will be a free shuttle bus service running between City Campus and Coach Lane Campus. Buses will pick up from the Coach Lane Campus East turning circle, this will be signposted around campus.
Local Public Transport
The nearest Metro (Newcastle's Underground system) Station is Four Lane Ends which is approximately 10 minutes walk from the campus. There are Metro Stations at Central Station and Newcastle International Airport. If you are travelling to the campus from the Airport, you will need to change Metros at South Gosforth. The nearest Metro Station to the City Campus is Haymarket. The Number 1 bus runs every 8-10 minutes and has pick-up points opposite Central Station and outside the Civic Centre (opposite the City Campus). This bus stops either inside Coach Lane Campus or just outside, depending on the time of day. 
Travelling by car 
The Campus is reached by taking the Coast Road (A1058) out of Newcastle City Centre. After you pass the ‘People’s Theatre’ on your right, go straight across the traffic lights, take the second slip road left signposted to Walker and Coach Lane Campus. There are traffic lights at the end. Turn left onto Red Hall Drive. Follow the road until you pass Henderson Halls on your left. Immediately after you will see Coach Lane Campus West, carry on and turn right at the traffic lights into Coach Lane Campus East car park where you can park. You then need to

make your way back across the road to register at the Clinical Skills Centre (15). For Sat Nav users please use NE7 7XA as the postcode. 
Where to Register
To register in the City Campus please follow the signage to City Campus East or the Students’ Union where there will be Open Day Reception Marquees. To register for Coach Lane Campus please follow the signage to the Clinical Skills Centre. These locations will also be used as the main help points so if you have any queries, members of staff will be happy to help, or you could ask one of the Students Reps, who will be wearing blue t-shirts.
