Use of Own Vehicles for the Business of Northumbria University

The University’s own vehicles are insured but there is no cover for use of an employee’s or student’s own vehicle for the business of Northumbria University.  Before using your vehicle for business purposes you must ensure that your own motor insurer is aware of the use of your vehicle for such purposes and that it has granted cover on your motor insurance certificate.  Under the section entitled “Use”, it must include words along the lines of “use for the business of the policyholder’s employer”.

Please note however that if the vehicle is insured your spouse’s name it will not include cover for use of the vehicle for the business of your employer.  It is imperative that you speak to insurers to see if cover can be provided.

The University can accept no liability for use of an employee’s or student’s own vehicle on the business of the University.  

The cost of such cover, from your private car insurer is usually very small, if any.   If the vehicle is registered in your own name then your insurer would normally add cover for use of the vehicle for the business of your employer at little or no charge.  This is called Class 1 use by insurers and only provides cover whilst you, as the policyholder, are using the vehicle for the business of your employer.  If anybody else is to use your vehicle for the University’s business then you must specifically speak to your insurer to ensure that it provides cover for persons other than you as policyholder to drive for the business of your employer.
