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Who is the module for?


It is suitable for all members of staff who have an interest in the link between teaching and research, in particular successful bidders for a Research and Teaching Project, those who intend to submit a bid or are involved in the bidding process in another capacity. You don’t have to be an active researcher to get a place on the module; both academic and support staff are welcome.





What is the module about?


The module will provide participants with a critical understanding of models and conceptual frameworks which may underpin initiatives and projects aiming to link teaching and research more closely. It will support the development, implementation and evaluation of these projects and create a forum of peers from whom support and critical feedback on ideas and practice can be obtained.  





What kind of module is it?


It is a 20-point postgraduate module which can either be taken as free-standing staff development or used as credit towards the University’s PG Certificate/Diploma/ MA/Professional Doctorate in Academic Practice. 





When and where is the module delivered?


The first session is available on a one-off basis and open to anybody interested in the module. It also serves as a taster session and will be held on Wednesday, 31 October, 2-4 p.m., room D112, CETL, Ellison Building. This is a repeat of the session held in May 07. Please get in touch if you are interested, but cannot make session 1. The times for subsequent module sessions will be negotiated to suit participants’ availability. 20 hours of contact time will be spread out over several months.





What will I have to do on the module?


The emphasis is on classroom-based discussion and collaboration and participants will develop, implement and evaluate a project as part of their assessed work for the module. There are several submission dates to allow you to fit the work around the emerging project and other commitments.
