What does it cost to come to University?


Tuition fees 


The Tuition Fee for new students in 2012/13 is £8500. 





Q. Can I get help paying my tuition fees? 


A. Yes, all eligible students can apply for a non means-tested loan for tuition fees.





Living costs  


Student living costs vary greatly depending on lifestyle.  The average cost of accommodation is £300-£450 per month (higher price for en-suite university accommodation inclusive of bills).  Prospective students are strongly advised to plan their budget to avoid overspending.  Budget planning tools and advice are available on our website (see web address below).		





Q. Can I get help paying for my living and course costs?


A. Yes, you can get help from the government to support you in your time at university in two different ways (2012/13):





The non-repayable Maintenance Grant of up to £3,250 is available to eligible students with a family income of £25,000 or under. The amount of grant you are entitled to is paid in 3 instalments; September, January and April.


If you have a total household income of between £25,001 and £42,600 you can receive a partial grant to help with your living costs. Typically, a student from a family with an income of around £35,000 per year would receive a grant of approximately £1,432.





In addition, the Maintenance Loan a partially income assessed loan of up to £5,500 (if you live away from home, or £4,375 if you live at home) is available to help you pay for your accommodation, bills and course costs. The amount you are actually entitled to also depends on household income, the amount of grant you are awarded


 and how much loan you think you will need.





Q. When will I start repaying my loan?


A. April 2016 is the date when most 2012 starters will be due to 


start making repayments but only if you are earning £21,000 or 


more a year.  You will then repay 9% of anything you earn over

The Northumbria University Scholarship is £1000 per year awarded for each year of study to students who enter with 360 UCAS tariff points from 3 x A2 qualifications or equivalent. It is proposed that continued scholarship in Year 2 and subsequent years will be dependent on continued high achievement.
