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Tuition fees and support

Northumbria will charge £3,375 in tuition fees for all undergraduate programmes in 2011/2012.
Tuition Fee Loan

Eligible students will be able to take out a non-income assessed Tuition Fee Loan to cover their full tuition fee, which they will pay back from the April after they have completed or left their programme and are earning over £15,000 (UK students, or the relevant threshold throughout the EU).
Support for living costs
Maintenance Grant
Non-repayable, income-assessed Maintenance Grant of up to £2,906 or a non-repayable, income-assessed Special Support Grant of up to £2,906 (available to students with underlying eligibility for means tested benefits, paid instead of Maintenance Grant). New students with a household income of £25,000 or below will be entitled to the full grant, and those with a household income between £25,000 and £50,020 will get a partial grant.
Maintenance Loan 
Repayable (see Tuition Fee Loan, above) loan of up to £4950 (72% of which is non-income assessed, remaining 28% dependant on assessment of household income).
All of the above paid in three instalments

Bursary & Scholarship

Full time UK students being charged the £3,375 academic fee and starting an undergraduate programme of study in September 2011 will be eligible for the following Scholarships and Bursaries:
Bursaries

· Mandatory bursary of £338 per year for all students in receipt of the maximum Maintenance/Special Support Grant of £2,906 with a household income of £25,000 or below per year.

Plus

· A Northumbria bursary of £500 per year for all students with a household income of £25,000 or below per year.

*Students from Northern Ireland, Wales and Scotland have lower income thresholds to achieve the full grant.
Scholarships
· A Northumbria scholarship of £1,000 per year for all students who achieve 360 tariff points or more from a maximum of 3 x A levels or their equivalent.
· Additional qualifications which carry UCAS tariff value (e.g. AS levels, Key Skills) will not count.
· In addition, for students to receive a Northumbria scholarship they must also:
· Be applying for their first Undergraduate degree

· Be assessed as ‘Home’ in terms of their fee status and be eligible for a loan for ‘living costs’

· Take Northumbria as their firm choice

Repayment of Students Loans

Tuition Fee loans and Maintenance Loans are added together.
Repayments start April after leaving or completing programme and earning over £15,000 p.a.  

Repayments are collected by HMRC through PAYE
Repayment rate is 9% of earnings above £15,000.  E.g. student earning £18,000 would repay £22.50 per month
Repayments cease if earnings fall below £15,000
